Min 408 – Planning Approval- 

18/03056/FUL- Proposal for the erection of a 2-bay oak framed garage to provide parking and a hobby and storage room in the first-floor roof space- Marmion Branxton Cornhill-on-Tweed Northumberland TD12 4SN. 
Min 409- Budget & Precept 2019/20- Parish Councillors considered the current year’s expenditure and agreed to increase the precept by £100 in2019/20, as there has been no increase since 2016/17 and additional funds may be required to replace a litter bin. Parish Councillor R Neill proposed and Parish Councillor I MacGregor seconded that the precept for 2019/20 will be £900, this was agreed.
ANY OTHER BUSINESS 

Min 410- Litter Bin- Parish Councillor I MacGregor informed the meeting that he had been approached

                                    by a resident asking if the old open topped litter bin next to the seat at the grass area could be replaced. Parish Councillors agreed the Clerk contact Northumberland County Council and ask them for a recommendation on what type of litter bin should be purchased and enquire how often the bins in Branxton are emptied.

Min 411- Mud on road- Parish Councillor I MacGregor informed the meeting that he had received complaints about mud on the road at Branxton Buildings. Parish Councillors agreed the Clerk advise Northumberland County Council Highway’s Department of the situation.
Min 412- Flower Box- Parish Councillor I MacGregor informed the meeting that he had been approached by a resident asking if the Parish Council would reimburse them for materials to replace the rotten timber on the flower box. Parish Councillors agreed Parish Councillor I MacGregor contact the resident and obtain an estimate which will be considered at the March Parish Council meeting.

Min 413- Road Signs- The Chairman informed the meeting that a few months ago the Parish Council raised concerns with Northumberland County Council about the safety of the northern junction into Branxton when heading south from the A697, and Northumberland County Council had said they would look at the signage. He concluded by saying new signage has been erected which appears to be an improvement.

Min 414 (Min 391)- Website- The Chairman informed the meeting that the Clerk is still trying to obtain access to the website to upload Parish Council information, however, the former Chairman has had IT problems which now appears to be resolved.
Min 415 (Min 402- Tree- The Chairman advised the meeting that the tree on the triangle grass area going down the bank which came down during the gales has now been cleared away, thanks to Parish Councillor R Neill for his help.
